Instructions for Completing the Monthly Slaughter Report (MPIS Form 5g)

I. PURPOSE

This notice outlines instructions for NCDA&CS Meat and Poultry Inspection Personnel to follow when completing and submitting the Monthly Slaughter Report (MPIS Form 5g) revised 12/28/12.  This Notice shall be implemented when preparing the January 2013 slaughter report.

IV. PROCEDURE

The Inspector-in-Charge at NCDA&CS Meat and Poultry Inspected Slaughter Establishments shall complete MPIS Form 5g and submit it electronically to the Raleigh Office by the 5th day of the next month.  For example, January’s report is due in Raleigh by February 5.  In the event this deadline cannot be met, the Inspector should contact their supervisor as soon as possible. 

Front Page

1. Complete the blocks for Plant Name, Number, Date (enter Month & Year), Location and Inspector.

2. In the “Inspected and Passed” section, enter the dates of slaughter in the gray, shaded blocks.  List the number of animals inspected and passed under the date for each species and sex as listed in the left hand column.  Please enter only numbers, and no punctuation marks, dashes or letters in blocks.  The software program counts these punctuation marks as numbers, and will incorrectly tabulate the totals.  

3.  In the “Inspected and Condemned” section, list the number of animals condemned by the Veterinary Medical Officer.  Please enter only numbers, and no punctuation marks, dashes or letters in blocks.  The software program counts these punctuation marks as numbers, and will incorrectly tabulate the totals.  

4.  The veterinarian’s name should be entered in the “Veterinarian Called” Column on the corresponding date.  

5.  Animals that die in the pens and animals listed on the Veterinarian’s Disposition Record as “Plant Condemns” should be recorded in the remarks section.  Please note:  no establishment may condemn a carcass that has entered the inspection process without the MPID Veterinarian examining the carcass for Foreign Animal Disease.  Enter the date, number of animals, and code “D” for Dead in Pens, and code “P” for Plant Condemns. 

6. In the Right hand columns, enter the date in the shaded areas.  Enter the total hours worked by the plant. Hours the plant worked in slaughter should be recorded in the “Sl” column.  Hours the plant worked processing should be recorded in the “Proc” column. The number of blood samples taken for Cattle (Cattle Blood for Brucellosis) and Swine (Swine Blood for Pseudorabies) should be recorded in the corresponding column.

7. Enter the name and dates worked for any relief inspectors in the “Alternate Inspector” section (lower right hand corner of form).  
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1. Enter the plant name in the top left corner.

2. Enter the date(s) in the far left hand column.

3.  In the “Estimated Poundage of All Inspected and Condemned Parts” column, enter the total estimated poundage of all inspected and condemned parts for each slaughter day.  This total should be one amount for all species slaughtered on a given day. 
4. In the “KIS Test Performed” section, enter the date started and date read for each KIS test.  This includes KIS tests performed in house as well as KIS tests conducted at the USDA Midwestern Laboratory. In the results column, enter + for a positive result, and – for a negative result.  Enter the corresponding market class code in the section marked ****.  

5. In the “Antemortem Suspects” section, record the number of antemortem suspects that the VMO allowed to proceed to slaughter. List the date, number of animals suspected, and the corresponding market class code in the section marked ****.  Antemortem suspects that were condemned by the VMO should be recorded on the front page as “inspected and condemned.”
