Bill Hart discussed the Resolution for the Community Conservation standing committee to endorse and 
support DWQ’s LID program.

The Committee will continue the $2 million request for funding for CCAP, working with legislators from 
the Wilmington area to build support.  The Urban Coalition/Caucus will be meeting at the Annual meeting 
to discuss this requested fund increase.   
 
The fertilizer recommendations to be brought to the Community Conservation standing committee were 
discussed in some detail by Bill Hart.  These recommendations will be forwarded to the committee for 
consideration of a resolution, or to be further investigated to be developed into a resolution at some 
future point.   
 
Bill Hart discussed the Webinars offered by the National Association of Conservation Districts sponsored 
by Scott’s Miracle Grow.  Mr. Hart discussed one that he attended that involved the Dutchess County, 
New York and the Elkhart Indiana districts. 
 
New officers have been elected to the Association of Soil and Water Conservation Districts of North

The North Carolina Conservation District Employees Association (NC DEA) requested to have additional 
members participate in committee meetings, representing the three regions of the state: Mountains, 
Piedmont and Coastal Plain.  The committee discussed that this group has open meetings, and that 
additional representatives are welcome to participate.  If the committee does have to complete formal 
votes, the NC DEA would still have one vote as described in the committee membership list above. 
 

VI. Grant funding update 
The division submitted a Southeast Aquatic Resources Partnership (SARP) application submitted focused 
on coastal CCAP BMPs in five districts.  The division will be applying for a Clean Water Management Trust 
Fund application for CCAP funding in a targeted watersheds.  The division is also considering applying for a 
Clean Water Act Section 319 grant.  There are also several Individual districts that are developing and 
submitting grants on their own for CCAP BMPs from a variety of funding sources.   
 

VII. DWQ LID  
Mike Randall presented information about the Division of Water Quality’s Low Impact Development 
Program. On January 24th, DWQ will be hosting a meeting to discuss revisions to the design manual 
focused on how to address the differences between rule required TSS removal vs. volume reduction 
benefits of LID practices.
