ASSOCIATION REPORT TO THE COMMISSION 
March 18, 2015 


 


2015 Annual Meeting –The 2015 Association Annual Meeting was well attended 
with 365 paid registrations; 175 registered supervisors, 128 District staff, 33 
Federal employees, 20 State employees, and 74 guests.  An on-line evaluation was 
made available state-wide to gather feedback which will be used during planning 
the 2016 meeting.  The survey was completed by 98 individuals; district 
supervisors (39%), district employees (55%), and others (6%).  Key evaluation 
feedback is as follows: 


How satisfied were you with the registration process?  96% satisfied or very 
satisfied 


How satisfied were you with the annual meeting materials?  94% satisfied or very 
satisfied 


Overall, how satisfied were you with the speakers/presenters?  90% satisfied or 
very satisfied 


How satisfied were you with the conference facilities?  89% satisfied or very 
satisfied 


Annual meeting was well organized. 95% agree or strongly agree

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Livestock Mortality Management System 
 
Definition/Purpose 
 


A livestock mortality management system is a facility for managing livestock mortalities 
such as to minimize water quality impacts or to produce a material that can be recycled 
as a soil amendment and fertilizer substitute.  Cost shareable mortality management 
system components include: composter, rotary drum composter, forced aeration static 
pile composter, mortality freezer, mortality incinerator and mortality gasification system. 


 
A composter means a facility for the biological treatment, stabilization and 
environmentally safe storage or organic waste material (such as manure from poultry 
and livestock and dead animal carcasses) to produce a material that can be recycled as 
a soil amendment and fertilizer substitute. 


 
A freezer means a unit capable of freezing and storing poultry and other small animal 
carcasses until such time they can be moved offsite rendering. 


 
An incinerator or gasifier means a piece of equipment used to cremate dead poultry, 
swine, or other small animals. 


 
Policies 
 


1. ACSP funds will only be used to fund one mortality management system for each 
operation.  Operations that have already received cost share for one mortality 
management system and are still in the required maintenance period for the practice 
have the option of repaying the prorated portion of their cost share to buy back eligibility.  
Recipients of cost share for composters have the additional option of converting the 
composter to a dry stack, provided the dry stack was of sufficient volume to meet NRCS 
standards. Cost share funds cannot be used to replace the same type of mortality 
management system.  
 


2. A permit is required from the North Carolina Department of Agriculture, State 
Veterinarian for all composters, and all state regulations must be followed.   


 
3. If a composter is approved, then a Waste Management Plan will be completed for the 


entire confined animal operation and not just the acreage associated with composter and 
compost.  The Waste Management Plan must address stora ge of litter needs for the 
entire confined animal operation.  If compost or waste is land applied by the cooperator 
on any land under his/her control (owned, rented, etc.), then a detailed site location map 
delineation the fields and compost/waste is moved off the farm by a commercial contract 
hauler, the name address of the hauler is required with the contract.  Waste 
Management Plan Statement (NC-ACSP-WMP) is required. 
 


4. A composter shared by landowners is eligible for cost share if a landowner agreement is 
being attached to the contract.  This agreement must be signed and dated by all 
landowners sharing the facility and must state that the facility may be used by each 
landowner for a minimum period of ten (10) years. 
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5. Landowners requesting commercial composters may receive 75% of treatment and 
storage volume.  Payment will then be limited to the minimum volume required using the 
design criteria of the NRCS and the Cooperative Extension Service. 
 


6. Payment will be made for the minimum volume required using NRCS and Extension 
Service design criteria for primary and secondary treatment, and/or storage of 
composted material in one structure.  Storage volume is equal to a maximum of four (4) 
times the primary volume.  Additional volume needed to accommodate the producer’s 
equipment and/or desires will be at the producer’s expense. 
 


7. Pursuant to 15A NCAC 2H.0100 and 2H.0200 regulations, poultry waste storage 
structures must be located at least 100 feet from perennial streams and groundwater 
wells. 
 


8. All NRCS and NC Agriculture Cost Share Program standards and policies relative to 
vegetation of critical areas must be followed, if applicable. 
 


9. North Carolina Division of Air Quality exempts incinerators used to dispose of dead 
animals or poultry under the following conditions: 
 


a. The incinerator is located on a farm and is owned and operated by the farm 
owner or by the farm operator. 


b. The incinerator is used solely to dispose of animals or poultry originating on the 
farm where the incinerator is located. 


c. The incinerator is not charged at a rate that exceeds its design capacity. 
d. The incinerator compiles with visible emissions and odorous emissions 


requirements.  
 


10. An Operation and Maintenance Plan Statement (NC-ACSP-OMP) is required for 
mortality incinerators, gasifiers and freezers. 
 


11. A Waste Management Plan Statement (NC-ACSP-WMP) is required. 
 


12. A mortality management system can only be used to dispose of mortalities associated 
with the planned operation. 
 


13. Farmers with freezers must include in their waste management plans the name and 
telephone number of the rendering plant or recycling plant responsible for handling 
animal carcasses. 
 


14. A Mortality System for poultry with an incinerator may include a roof over the incinerator.    
 


15. BMP soil impact is not required on this BMP.  Include the amount of fresh manure in 
nitrogen and phosphorus units, which will be generated and properly managed under the 
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waste management system.  Also include the number of acres affected, animal type, 
and animal units. 
 


16. Minimum life of BMP is ten (10) years for composters, rotary drum composters, forced 
aeration static pile composters, mortality freezers, and mortality gasification systems. 
Minimum life of BMP is five (5) years for mortality incinerators. 
 


17. Any additional area needed to accommodate the producer's equipment and/or desires 
will be at the producer's expense.  The additional area must be stipulated on the design 
and not receive cost share assistance.  For example, if the operator stores equipment 
other than waste handling equipment in the structure and the design plan did not 
stipulate that the area of the designed structure was increased at the producer's 
expense, then the operator is out of compliance.

(NRCS), presented a report on the following items.   
 
• Resource Institute, Inc. received a Regional Conservation Partnership Program award to do 


streambank restoration work in Western NC 
• First EQIP batching period included $31 million in requests, but the NC allocation was just over 


$16 million 
• Conservation Stewardship Program renewal signup period ends March 31, and new CSP 


enrollments were due March 13 
• There is a new challenge to meet conservation planning demand resulting from new farm bill 


requirements linking premium crop insurance to conservation plans.  Many plans will need to be 
developed or updated. 


• Mentioned that 2015 was declared the International Year of Soils

7. Recommendations on 2015 AgWRAP Region Applications 


Ms. Julie Henshaw referred to the handout for Item 7A and presented the recommendations from 
the AgWRAP Review Committee on the second batch of applications for the 2015 AgWRAP regional 
allocation for new ponds and pond repairs and retrofits.  Twenty districts submitted 27 applications, 
including 16 new pond requests, and 11 pond repair/retrofit requests.  Ms. Henshaw noted that the 
Review Committee recommends funding all 27 applications for $589,500.  Commissioner Knox 
offered a motion to approve the Committee’s recommendation, and Commissioner Frazier 
seconded.  The motion was approved. 
 
Ms. Henshaw thanked the review team and the AgWRAP Review Committee for their work to 
review all the applications. 
 
The handout provided for item 7 is attached and is an official part of the minutes. 
 


8. Supplemental Allocation of Agriculture Cost Share Program funds for 2015 
Ms. Kelly Hedgepeth referred to the handout for Item 8 and presented the recommended 
supplemental allocation of Agriculture Cost Share Program funds.  Forty-eight districts requested 
nearly $1.7 million, but only $217,864 is available to allocate at this point.  The Division has executed 
the allocation methodology as specified in 02 NCAC 2D.0103, but only considering requests from 
districts who have encumbered 75% of their previously allocated funds, per Commission policy.  
Commissioner Frazier moved to approve the recommended allocation.  Commissioner Yarborough 
seconded the motion, and the motion was approved.  Commissioner West had earlier recused 
himself from this item, and he did not vote nor participate in discussion. 
 
The handout provided for item 8 is attached and is an official part of the minutes. 
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10. District Issues 
Commissioner Hughes stepped down from the Commission to represent the Lenoir SWCD for items 10A 
and 10B. 
 


10A.  Lenoir Technical Assistance Request for Payment 
Ms. Hedgepeth stated that the Lenoir District has submitted the Request for payment for the 
technical assistance position in the amount of $5,524.54, referring to the handout for item 10A, 
which is included as part of the meeting minutes.  She stated that the Division has reviewed the 
request for payment and recommends approval.  Commissioner Frazier offered a motion to approve 
the request for payment, and Commissioner West seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  
Mr. Hughes did not participate in the vote. 
 
10B.  Lenoir SWCD Cost Share Contracts 
Ms. Hedgepeth referred to the handout for item 10B, which is included as part of the meeting 
minutes.  She stated that the Lenoir District has submitted requests for the Division and Commission 
to approve four cost share contracts.  Three of the contracts involve cropland conversion, and one is 
for a waste application system.  Chairman Langdon requested to consider the three cropland 
conversion contracts separately from the waste application system contract.   
 
Ms. Hedgepeth stated that the Division has reviewed the three contracts for cropland conversion 
and recommends approval.  Commissioner Frazier offered a motion to approve the contracts, and 
Commissioner Yarborough seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  Mr. Hughes did not 
participate in the vote. 
 
Ms. Hedgepeth called attention to contract 54-2013-004.  Commissioner Frazier offered a motion to 
deny the requested contract because it does not present a significant water quality benefit.  
Commissioner Yarborough seconded the motion, and the motion was approved.  Mr. Hughes did not 
participate in the vote. 
 
Mr. Hughes resumed his seat on the Commission. 


 
9. Recommendations from the Technical Review Committee 


Ms. Hedgepeth announced that the TRC had met on February 25 in Asheville.  The TRC offers the 
following recommendations for the Commission’s consideration. 


 
9A.  Recommended Changes to the Waste Application Systems Practice 
Ms. Hedgepeth referred to the handout for item 9A, which is included as part of the minutes.  The 
TRC is recommending changes to clarify that it is not the Commission’s intent to cost share to 
replace worn out equipment, particularly with equipment that is similar to the equipment being 
replaced, which does not demonstrate an improvement for water quality.  Commissioner Frazier 
offered a motion to approve the TRC recommendation, and Commissioner Knox seconded the 
motion.  The motion was approved. 
 
9B.  Recommended Changes to the Livestock Mortality Management System Practice 
Ms. Hedgepeth referred to the handout for item 9B, which is included as part of the minutes.  The 
TRC is recommending changes to clarify that it is not the Commission’s intent to cost share to 
replace the same type of mortality management system with a similar type system.  This 
recommendation is similar to the recommendation for the Waste Application Systems practice.  
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Commissioner West offered a motion to approve the TRC recommendation, and Commissioner 
Frazier seconded the motion.  The motion was approved. 
 
Ms. Hedgepeth announced that the TRC’s Precision Agrichemical Application Workgroup would 
meet via teleconference on April 14 from 1:00 to 3:00 p.m., and she invited any interested 
individuals to contact David Williams to participate in the teleconference. 
 
Commissioner Yarborough asked that the Division invite a representative from the Research Stations 
Division to participate in the workgroup. 


 
11. Consideration of a Cost Share Contract for a Commission Member 
The subject contract is a supplement contract for Chairman Langdon’s farming operation.  Chairman 
Langdon relinquished the chair to Vice-Chairman Frazier and recused himself from the discussion and 
vote on this item.  Ms. Hedgepeth referred to the handout for Item 11, which is included as part of the 
meeting minutes.  She stated that the contract is a supplement contract in the amount of $1,116 to a 
contract 51-2014-005 for a grade stabilization structure that the Commission and Commissioner of 
Agriculture Troxler approved in November, 2014.  Commissioner West offered a motion to approve the 
supplement contract, and Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  Mr. 
Langdon did not participate in the discussion nor the vote. 
 
Ms. Hedgepeth noted that Commissioner Troxler would also have to approve the contract per G.S. 139-
4e. 
 
Mr. Langdon resumed his seat as chair of the Commission. 
 
12. Revisions of Supervisor Appointment Nomination Forms 
Ms. Kristina Fischer called attention to the handout for item 12, which is attached as an official part of 
the minutes.  Ms. Fischer pointed out that the forms include revisions to consolidate the two previous 
certification statements for the Board Chairman.  This revision is suggested to eliminate a source of 
frequent confusion for districts.  The revised application also includes a new certification statement for 
the nominee to certify the information on the form is true and accurate.  Commissioner West offered a 
motion to approve the revised nomination forms, and Commissioner Frazier seconded the motion.  The 
motion was approved. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  
Chairman Langdon asked if anyone had any public comments.   
 
Commissioner Yarborough suggested the Commission explore opportunities for supervisors who live 
within 35 miles of the meeting location to be reimbursed for lodging expenses.  Mr. Williams pledged 
that the Division would investigate and report back. 
 
Commissioner West urged everyone to participate in the Agricultural Awareness Day activities. 
 
Commissioner Yarborough urged everyone to support the Dig-It exhibit that is coming to the Museum of 
Natural Sciences, both financially and by attending the exhibit.  Commissioner West echoed.  Dr. Richard 
Reich called attention to a brochure about the Dig-It exhibit. 
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Commissioner Yarborough asked about the status of the letter to poultry stakeholders regarding 
construction site stabilization.  Mr. Williams responded that the letter has not yet been prepared, but 
that the Division would initiate work on this immediately. 


Chairman Langdon thanked everyone for attending and asked everyone in the room to introduce 
themselves. 


ADJOURNMENT 
With no further business, Chairman Langdon asked for a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Yarborough 
offered the motion, and Commissioner West seconded the motion.  The motion was approved, and 
Chairman Langdon declared the meeting adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
