Call to Order — Dr. Alexander Stewart, Vice-Chair Quorum established with 7 Commissioners present.

Statement Concerning Conflicts of Interest — Dr. Alexander Stewart, Vice-Chair

Vice-Chairman Stewart read the statement concerning conflicts of interest and asked members to identify
any potential conflicts of interest. Commissioner Fen Rascoe declared a conflict of interest for the
application submitted by Braxton Rascoe and stated that he would abstain from any discussion of this
application and from voting on the application. Commissioner Billy McLawhorn declared a conflict of
interest for the application submitted by Robert Worsley James and stated that he would abstain from
any discussion of this application and from voting on the application.

Approval of Minutes-January 25, 2018 and March 5, 2018 meetings— Dr. Alexander Stewart, Vice-Chair
Vice-Chairman Stewart — Minutes were not sent out to the members prior the meeting. The Chairman
had a copy of the minutes and stated that the minutes from the January 25, 2018 meeting would be
approved at the next meeting.

Program Update — Dr. Alexander Stewart, Vice-Chair
Vice-Chairman Stewart called on Phil Wilson to provide a program update.
e Wilson — Reported that as of 4/10/2018 there are 192 licensed growers, 3022.98 licensed acres
and 476,358 square feet of licensed greenhouse production.
Vice-Chairman Stewart called on Chrissy Wagget to provide an update on the permanent rule making
process.
e Wagget went step by step through the flow chart provided by the Office of Administrative
Hearings to guide agencies in the adoption of permanent rules. Commissioner Rascoe asked if
there was a deadline for the adoption of the permanent rules. Wagget replied that there was a
set deadline based on the statute establishing the Commission contains language that the
Commission’s temporary rules would remain in effect until the Commission adopted permanent
rules.

Roll Call of Attendees— Dr. Tom Melton, Chair
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Chairman Melton upon his arrival initiated a roll call to determine attendance of Commissioners present.
Eight Commissioners as listed above were in attendance.

Opening Statement — Dr. Tom Melton, Chair

Chairman Melton stated that the primary purposes of the meeting are to approve applications and initiate
the review of the draft permanent rules.

New Business

To review and approve research pilot program applications. Melton — Acknowledged the stated
potential conflict of interest of Commissioner Fen Rascoe, related to applicant Braxton Rascoe
and Commissioner McLawhorn’s conflict with the application of Robert James. Chairman Melton
informed the Commissioners that there was one Research Only application up for approval and
that there was one application in the list that planned to plant 600 acres. Chairman Melton also
stated that there were 66 applications to be considered.

Chairman Melton stated he would break the applications into three groups to accommodate the
conflicts of interest identified by Commissioners Rascoe and MclLawhorn. Chairman Melton
stated he would entertain a motion to either approve or deny the three groups of applications.
Commissioner Carpenter made a motion to approve the applications. Commissioner Short
seconded the motion to approve. Chairman Melton called for discussion. Chairman Melton then
implemented a voice vote on the motion to approve. Motion passed. Chairman Melton then
implemented individual voice votes on the three groups of applications. All three groups of
applications were approved by voice vote.

Commissioners then participated in a review of the draft permanent rules. Commissioner Rascoe
reminded the Commission that there was no deadline for adoption of permanent rules and that
the pilot program had not completed a full growing season and that the Commission should not
rush into adoption of permanent rules. There was significant discussion of the draft rules and
Commission staff member Emily Febles captured the adopted changes to the rules.
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e Chairman Melton - inquires if anyone has any new additional business. No additional new
business was identified.
