In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 113-274 of the General Statutes of North Carolina and regulations of the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission making it unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to transport live fish eggs, live freshwater nongame fish, or live game fish in excess of the legal limit, without first having obtained a permit from the Executive Director of the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, I hereby apply for a permit to transport live fish or fish eggs within the State of North Carolina.

It is agreed that the driver of any vehicle used in transporting live fish or eggs in North Carolina shall have the permit required for this vehicle on his person at all times while transporting live fish or fish eggs into or within the State and shall exhibit the same for inspection to any employee of the Wildlife Resources Commission requesting to see it.

It is further agreed that the Wildlife Resources Commission, at its discretion, may inspect any shipment of live fish or eggs to insure compliance with the provisions of the permit and to prevent the introduction of diseased or parasitized fish or eggs.  It is understood that such inspection may require the killing of selected specimens and if diseased or parasitized fish or eggs are found, or if the terms of the permit are violated in any way, the shipment will be rejected and those originating beyond the borders of the State must be removed from the State immediately by the consignor, while those originating from within the State shall be destroyed, stocked in nearby public waters, or returned to the consignor at the discretion of the Wildlife Resources Commission.

I understand that failure to comply with the terms of this agreement may result in the cancellation of all fish transportation permits currently held by me.
