 PERFORMING IN-PLANT RESIDUE TESTING

I. PURPOSE

This document is issued to provide guidance for performing in-plant testing using the KIS test. This notice applies to both State and Talmadge-Aiken inspected slaughter facilities.

 IV.        PROCEDURE

A. The KIS tests
1. KIS tests are used for in-plant residue testing.  They detect only antimicrobial chemical adulterants (antibiotics).  When ante mortem or post mortem inspection suggests the presence of other chemical adulterants, immediately phone the Raleigh Office at 919-707-3180.

2. KIS test are precise scientific tests and must be performed exactly as specified in the CD Rom for KIS tests.  This includes verifying the function of the KIS system and interpreting the results of the KIS test at the specified time.  

      B.   Inspector Generated Sample Selection
1. In-plant residue testing must be conducted when an inspector identifies a specific animal as suspect for adulteration by a chemical residue. KIS tests should be conducted on all antemortem suspects that the Veterinary Medical Officer (VMO) permits to be slaughtered.  That is, all suspects that are not condemned at ante mortem.

2. Specific reasons for a concern that an animal is adulterated by a chemical residue include but are not limited to historical information on a production class, signs of recent injections,  based on ante and post mortem inspections, or as directed by a VMO.  

3. Because adulteration with a chemical residue is suspected, carcasses sampled for in-plant testing must be retained until the results of the KIS tests are known.  

a. EXCEPTION A: If the carcass has been condemned by a VMO, the inspector must retain, in separate bags, one or both of kidneys (enough to submit one pound of kidney, if needed), one pound of liver, and one pound of muscle, pending KIS test results. The rest of the carcass and parts will be discarded in accordance with acceptable procedures for disposal of condemned product.   

b. EXCEPTION B: If the establishment elects to condemn a carcass that is being retained pending the results of an in-plant residue test, the inspector must retain, in separate bags, one or both of kidneys (enough to submit one pound of kidney, if needed), one pound of liver, and one pound of muscle, pending KIS test results. The rest of the carcass and parts will be discarded in accordance with acceptable procedures for disposal of condemned product. 

C. KIS Results

Inspectors who observe a KIS test that does not function as described in the instructional materials, should phone your VMO. Materials for confirmation testing by the Mid-Western Lab in St. Louis, MO are available by emailing:  SamplingSupplies-MidwesternLab@fsis.usda.gov.  

The attachments to this notice, "Domestic Lab Form" and "Proper Format for Data Entries" provide instructions for completing the laboratory submittal form you will receive from the Mid-Western Lab. 
D. Chemical Adulterants Not Detected by in plant residue tests
1. Animals may be adulterated by chemical residues that cannot be detected by the KIS test.  Examples include pain relievers, tranquilizers, anabolic steroids, pesticides, and herbicides.

2. Antemortem or post mortem signs can raise concern about chemical residues.  Examples include but are not limited to:  animals with obvious arthritis that walk normally without showing signs of pain; animals with unusually large muscles; show animals; animals with apparent chemical burns; and animals with unknown chemicals on their bodies or in their organs.  

3. When a chemical residue not detectable by KIS test is suspected, immediately phone the Raleigh Office at 919-707-3180.

  E. Documentation

State plant inspectors should record KIS test results on FSIS Form 6600-7.  Forms should be retained in the state plant inspector’s files.  
All inspectors will document their KIS test results on the back page of their Monthly Slaughter report as referenced in MPID Notice 1-13.
F. PBIS and PHIS-directed Residue Samples

From time to time, collection of a residue sample will be directed by PBIS or PHIS.  If the date specified falls within the dates specified on a computer-generated sample request and a carcass appropriate for sampling is produced or a carcass is produced in which a residue is suspected, a sample will be collected.  If, on the date specified no sample is available as described in the previous sentence, no sample will be collected.   This is the same as any PBIS or PHIS task directed on a date when the product specified is not available.  The PBIS / PHIS entry will be Not Performed (NP) when no sample is available.   
G. Special Instructions for Slaughter Establishments That Do Not Have KIS Supplies
State and TA establishments that average less than one residue sample per week may not be issued KIS supplies.  In plant personnel at those establishments need to submit liver, kidney and muscle from animals suspected of having violative residues directly to the USDA Midwestern Laboratory for analysis.                          Proper Format for Data Entries
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Domestic Laboratory Form 
Data from the Domestic Laboratory Form (FSIS Form 10000.2) is stored in an electronic format. Therefore the form must be filled out correctly if the data is to be available to the end user. Accuracy and attention to detail are important. If an entry is not required, leave the field blank. (BLACK INK ONLY) 5 copies (press hard)
· Block #1: Leave blank.
· Block #2: Leave blank
· Block #3: Enter the numeric State Code as it appears in the Meat and Poultry Inspection Directory. State codes require two (2) characters. North Carolina state code is (37).
· Block #4: Enter the District Code as it appears in the Meat and Poultry Inspection Directory. District codes require four (4) characters; two alpha-characters, a "D" and an "O" followed by two numbers. North Carolina is (DO80)
· Block #5: Leave blank
· Block #6: Not applicable. This field is automatically filled.
· Block #7: Enter the official establishment number. Official establishment numbers require eight (8) characters. The proper format is five (5) numbers, followed by two alpha-character modifiers IF USED. or two dashes (--) if the alpha-character modifiers are not used, followed by an "M" if the establishment is a red meat establishment or a "P" if the establishment is a poultry establishment.
· Block #8: Enter the retain tag number for the carcass. The Retain tag number requires eight (8)  numerical characters. Do not enter the "MPD". Enter only the eight (8) numbers.
· Block #9: Enter the Condemn tag number if applicable
· Block #10: Enter the word "KIS".
· Block #11: If the sample submitted is for a "follow-up" case, enter the case number as recorded on the corresponding FSIS Form 6600-7.
· Block #12: If two or more samples are submitted for the same producer, herd, or flock owner, enter the serial numbers from block 6 of FSIS Form 10000-2 for the other samples collected from the same producer, herd, or flock owner.
· Block #13: Enter the date the sample was collected. Dates require six (6) characters in a mm/dd/yy format. 
· Block #14: Enter the date the sample was mailed to the Midwestern Lab. Dates require six (6) characters in a mm/dd/yy format.
· Block #15: Check "Midwestern Lab"
· Block #16: Enter the name and address of the producer, herd, or flock owner. If the livestock came from a sale barn and the identity of the producer, herd, or flock owner is unknown, enter the name and address of the sale barn. If the no producer, herd, or flock owner is available, enter the name and address of the slaughter establishment. Enter the alpha-state code and five digit ZIP CODE in the appropriate boxes.
· Block #17: Enter the species as listed on the reverse of FSIS Form 10000-2
· Block #18: Enter the species code as listed on the reverse of FSIS Form 10000-2
· Block #19: Leave blank
· Block #20: Leave blank
· Block #21: Check "Residue" and enter "200" as the "Residue Class Code" and "800" as the "Specific Residue"
· Block #22: Check "LIVER", "MUSCLE", and "KIDNEY"
· Block #23: Enter all available tag numbers in the appropriate field and identify the tag types in the appropriate field. No entry is required for the "F/U Form No".; and "F/U Source" fields.
· Block #24: For a positive KIS test, enter "KIS Positive" and the width of the swab zone of inhibition. If samples are submitted for an inconclusive KIS test, enter "KIS Inconclusive" and the width of the swab zone of inhibition. If samples are submitted for a system failure, enter "KIS Failure".
· Block #25: Enter the name of the person preparing the sample and completing FSIS Form 10000.2.
· Block #26: Enter the badge number of the person preparing the sample and completing FSIS Form 10000.2.
· Block #27: Enter the telephone number of the person preparing the sample and completing FSIS Form 10000.2.
· Block #28 through 39: Leave blank
