beginning farmers. One of the
things | talk about frequently
with groups | meet is the need
to get more young people

interested in careers in
agriculture.
Undersecretary Dorr

summed up the need to help
young and beginning farmers
the best. “I'm 60 and when |
go to farm meetings in my area,
I'm one of the youngest at the
meetings. We've got a
problem with that,” Dorr said.

As | have said on many
occasions, trends show that we
have an aging farming
population, fewer young
people are pursuing careers in
agriculture and the demand for
food is expected to increase
significantly in the next 25
years. All those point to a
potential crisis in agriculture
in the future if we do not slow
or reverse some of these
trends. Directing money
toward young farmers is a step
in the right direction.

As most of our guest
speakers mentioned, more and
more non-agricultural groups
are interested in the farm bill.
Congressman Stenholm noted
that there were just three main
groups involved in the first
farm bill he voted on more than
20 years ago. This bill will
involve 250 individual
organizations. Conservation
groups, energy groups, farm
groups and more will seek to
secure spending and policies

Stallman also said education of
lawmakers will be important
because of a significant
number of changes on the
agriculture committees. In fact,
both estimated that only about
a third of the current members
had served during the
development of the 2002 farm
bill.

Education remains a critical
need both nationally and
locally, as we have become a
more urban nation with less
connection to the farm. We
have to be the ones sounding
the horn on agricultural issues
if we want to see results.

Staff members from North
Carolina’s congressional
delegation also reminded forum
participants about the
importance of contacting their
legislators and voicing their
opinions about farm policy and
farm bill details. They assured
us it does matter and it is
listened to.

There remains a lot of work
to do to craft a final farm bill.
We will be watching these
proceedings closely and
offering input as needed.
Legislators will be hearing
from many groups on these
issues and it is important
agriculture’s voice is heard.

As congressman Stenholm
said at the forum, “There are
more of us than them.” We
need to make sure we do our
part to address agricultural
issues so they do not get

favorable to their objectives.  pushed aside in the
Stenholm and American discussions.

“The challenge to edu-
cate our non-farming popula-
tion is tremendous,” he said.

Stallman and Stenholm
agreed immigration reform that
includes a viable guest worker
program, facilitating trade, and
developing reliable, renewable
energy sources would be key
issues for Congress to address
this session. Stallman was
encouraged about immigration
reform because of comments
President Bush made in his
State of the Union address.

“Trade issues matter, but
we have to have trade first,”
Stallman said. “We’d like to
see increased access for
agricultural products into
other countries and markets.”

In mineral soils, this imbalance can also lead to goor
soil structure, which hinders infiltration of water. In soil-less cgn-
tainer media, however, this effect is negligible.

The best way to reduce SAR to the desired level is to
calcium from a source such as gypsum.

Sandra Wolfe, a senior Appalachian State University
accounting major from Fuquay-Varina, won $200 for her
Harvest Apple Soup recipe in the N.C. Apple Association’s
cooking contest at the State Fair. Her mom, Janice Wolfe
also of Fuquay-Varina, took home honorable mention for
an Apple and Ham Cheddar Braid.

Kathy Shortt of Garner took home the red ribbon and
$150 for her Apple and Sausage Breakfast Bake.

Kelly Crowley of Cary won third and $75 for the Apple
Sage Tartlets recipe.

The entries were judged on taste, appearance and
creative use of apples. Each recipe needed to use at least
two cups of North Carolina-grown apples.

The winning recipe follows:

Harvest Apple Soup
-1 teaspoon butter
-2 cups apples, peeled and diced (Wolfe used
Gala apples)

-1 tablespoon chopped onion

-1 can (14 ounces) low sodium chicken broth

-1 can cheddar cheese soup

-1 cup sweet potatoes, cooked and mashed

-1/2 cup half and half

-1/4 cup bacon, chopped

-1/2 teaspoon black pepper

-2 teaspoon curry

-garnish of bacon bits

Mix butter, apples, onions, chicken broth, cheddar
cheese soup, sweet potatoes, half and half. Simmer in
medium sauce pan five to 10 minutes. Add bacon, black
pepper and curry. Use a hand blender until well blended.
Serves 4.

Angela Byrd of Raleigh took second place and $50 for
Pecan Banana Pudding, and Janice Wolfe of Fuquay-Varina
won third place and $25 for Chicken Pecan and Fruit Braid.

All recipes had to use one cup of North Carolina pecans.
Entries were judged on taste appeal, appearance, creative
use of pecans and ease of preparation.

The winning recipe follows:

Mediterranean Salmon with Pecan-Mint Pesto
Pesto:
% cup toasted pecans
2 cups packed mint leaves
6 cloves garlic, unpeeled, boiled for 45 seconds
7 ounces olive oil
Pinch of salt

% grated Parmesan cheese

6 cups mesclun or spring salad mix

6 salmon filets, 4-6 ounces each

% -1 cup prepared balsamic vinaigrette, as needed
1 pint cherry or grape tomatoes, halved

12 ounces feta cheese, crumbled

% cup toasted pecans, coarsely chopped

Peel and mince boiled garlic cloves. Crush mint leaves
until bruised. Place % cup pecans, garlic, mint, olive oil and
salt in a food processor and process until smooth, scraping
down sides of bowl as necessary. Transfer mixture to a small
bowl, stirin cheese and add salt to taste. Cover with plastic
wrap and set aside.

Toss salad greens with %2 cup vinaigrette until well coated.
Toss in tomatoes, feta cheese and % cup toasted pecans.
Divide salad among six plates. Heat grill pan and spray with
cooking spray. Season salmon filets with salt and pepper
and grill until fish flakes easily. Place each filet on a plate
and top with the pecan-mint pesto. Serve warm or at room
temperature with additional vinaigrette on the side.
