Thanks to each of you for agreeing to work together on the issues raised during 
our discussions yesterday concerning the Task Force’s Recommendation #4:   
 
Establish a Mechanism to Promote Training Opportunities for Agriculture 
Crew Leaders Known to be working in NC through Communications and 
Coordination with the NC Employment Security Commission. 
 
I think it was made very clear yesterday that we have a tremendous opportunity 
now to determine ways for our various agencies and programs to cooperate, 
particularly with the Employment Security Commission’s Employment Officers 
who work with the 300 – 400 Agricultural Crew Leaders statewide, to determine 
not only the best means of providing training and information to them, but also 
the most appropriate formats in which to deliver  vital pesticide safety 
information—as well as other important messages. 
 
I have asked our Licensing, Certification and Outreach Manager, Kay Harris to 
work with you in this endeavor, and Dr. Wayne Buhler has kindly agreed to 
chair/coordinate the subcommittee. 
 
I think everyone on the Work Group was in agreement that anytime we are 
engaged in any work, we should feel free to seek input from other knowledgeable 
individuals—such as growers, workers, crew leaders. I would leave it up to the 
Subcommittee’s discretion to seek assistance from anyone you all deem 
appropriate. 
 
Also, please do not hesitate to share information, questions, frustrations, etc., 
with the entire workgroup as you see fit!  
 
In the interest of transparency,   will appreciate being copied on any emails or 
other correspondence among your Subcommittee, this will enable us to make 
certain that this gets added to the web page now under development.  If you 
need to meet in person, we can provide meeting space at your convenience.  We 
can also arrange for conference calls if that will suit your discussion needs. 
 
Once you have recommendations we will share them with the workgroup and our 
other stakeholders.
