SCOPE OF WORK
STREAM DEBRIS REMOVAL PROJECT
Dare Soil & Water Conservation District (the “GRANTEE”) will complete stream debris removal activities including cutting and removing downed trees, broken tops, and debris that impede or potentially impede water flow in the streams and tributaries described in the application submitted by the GRANTEE.  
The GRANTEE will ensure that all required permits are secured for each site before any work proceeds for that site.  
The GRANTEE will ensure that it follows the Best Management Practices for Selective Clearing and Snagging to manage all woody debris removed from streams. Description of damage resulting from natural disaster (include length of affected stream reach):

Total affected area is roughly 700 linear feet. The before easily draining canal has been greatly impaired due to a result of significant flooding and storm debris from Hurricane Irene throughout the Wanchese area.   

Description of economic, environmental, and social damages resulting from debris (include realistic $ estimate of potential losses) :

The area is mostly residential and majority of storm damages include mass flooding which brought in lots of debris such as wood, trash, and extreme amounts of marsh grass, also blown over trees are visibly seen in parts of the canal. The economic damages were some of the worst ever seen in Wanchese. Loss of property consisted of flooding in barns and sheds, significant flooding damages to homes which resulted in reconstruction, and loss of vehicles. Environmental damages consist of substantial canal debris preventing proper drainage off Mill Landing Road / NC 345. This ditch/canal drains a large portion of the community and main road. There is a house directly across the street from the canal that is under a mitigation project through FEMA (the house will be raised off the ground) because of poor drainage in the area and consistent flooding after Hurricane Irene.



Please describe activities implemented within the last 2 years to maintain the stream/drainage channel system.  

The Post Office Ditch has been hit twice in the past few years by both Hurricane Irene and Hurricane Sandy. There has been no maintenance done since both hurricanes.

Description of proposed actions to mitigate debris impact:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dare County wishes to hire a debris management company to clean up, and ‘snag & drag’ the canal. Not only is there obvious need for clean up on the edges of the canal, but debris will need to be removed from the canal floor. This is essential for successful drainage through the area.

Estimated amount of debris to be managed: 

There is a variety of debris to be cleaned up in the canal. Due to the major flooding, there is everything from vegetative debris, house and dock debris, sheds, excessive marsh grass, and trash in general. 

Description of method used to estimate total debris removal project cost (e.g., cost per foot of stream, cost per cu. Yd. of debris to remove):

Dare County is in the process of getting bid packets out to the community. Once bidding is complete, we will choose a company that will complete the most work for the least amount of money.  Dare County Public Works is also going to assist by providing large bins for debris and hauling off site.

Description of easements, permissions, and permits required to implement the proposed action:

Being that all the property is privately owned, we will need easements in order to implement this project. Right-of-entry permits and agreements are currently getting signed.

Description of any state or federally listed threatened or endangered species potentially adversely impacted by the proposed action and any strategies proposed to mitigate adverse impacts:

There are no known species that will be impacted from the canal clearing. 

Please describe the applicant’s experience administering previous stream debris removal projects (e.g., Emergency Watershed Protection Program):

This will be the first time I, Vonnie Wescott, with Dare County Soil & Water Conservation District will have applied for stream debris removal funding. Jenny Jones, with the Grants and Waterways department, is assisting with the project. She has overseen debris removal projects in Dare County in the past.
