 Each exhibitor is allowed one entry per Class.
 Only entries from individual exhibitors are allowed. If the exhibitor wants the farm name listed, it 

needs to be added after the exhibitor’s legal name on the entry form.
 Each entry must be displayed in silver dollar size hand ties, but entries will not be judged on this 

technique.
 Entries in each Class number will be judged based on the overall best tobacco exhibited.
 One first, second, and third place winner will be selected in each Class number for the best 

tobacco for each designated stalk position
 All entries will become property of the NC State Fair.
 The decision of the judges will be final.
